February 9, 2009 Meeting

Minutes

The minutes for the January meeting were approved.

Underground Utilities

Underground utilities are currently being installed.   There has been good progress and Utilities Systems is about ready to cross Yorktown Blvd.  It is estimated they are at 20% completion.  The temporary power shed is being worked on. Dominion Virginia Power will complete the final step in installing electrical service.  
Permits

Ms. Mistry reported we are waiting for the final permit approval.  We are waiting approval on the following items:  off-site parking, the site plan, and temporary circulation.

Mr. Rhodes repeated his request that all neighborhoods be given a copy of the temporary circulation plan.    When it is indicated that a crosswalk will be moved, the neighbors want to know when the new crosswalk will be installed.  Where it is indicated “flag men as needed”, what does as needed mean in regard to traffic control on 26th Street.
Mr. Domes expressed Marymount’s concern as well with pedestrian and traffic safety.

Mr. Rhodes asked if the Neighborhood Civic Associations would be able to attend the preconstruction meeting.  Mr. Pfeiffer explained that normally this is not allowed but that an exception could be made.  

Although the building schedule has been delayed, the goal for completion remains the fall of 2010.

Web Site
It was agreed that the 26th Street Project web site looks good and is helpful.  
A contact for the 4 neighboring civic associations (Yorktown, Donaldson Run, Rock Spring and Old Dominion) will be included on the web site.  The list of contact information was approved.  Along with this contact information will be an explanation of the Neighborhood Relations Committee.
The 26th St. helpline is in service and very few calls have been received thus far.

Other Business
Statement from Marymount should be issued explaining what has been done to ease the parking situation (such as parking at different locations, issuance of SmarTrip cards, increase shuttle service, parking restrictions).
Mr. Wahl said that his neighborhood would rather not go to permit parking.  

Eric Hols, the Director of Campus Safety and Transportation, will attend an upcoming NRC meeting to discuss what has been done to discourage people from parking in the neighborhoods.

At the University Assembly held on Jan. 23, Mr. Domes told the assembly about the Neighborhood Relations Committee and all that is being done to maintain a good relationship.  He also repeated the ongoing request not to park in the neighborhoods.

Marymount wants to be informed of parking problems.

One of the 4 fields at the Long Bridge Park will be completely funded by Marymount.  There will be a 15-year agreement.  This park is located between the Pentagon and National Airport.
No agreement has been made with AT&T.  Mr. Rhodes requested that the AT&T Report be added as a permanent agenda item for future meetings.
