Marymount University Neighborhood Relations Committee

January 12, 2009

The minutes of the November and December 2008 meetings were approved.

Dr. Kidder introduced an update of the Arlington County permitting process.  Ms. Mistry said that the landscape plan has one more step and should be approved this week.  Once approved, the site engineering plan can be approved.  At that point, only zoning approval will be required together with a preconstruction meeting.  Zoning has everything they need so only process needs to work its way through.  (See Appendix A for more details).

Mr. Rhodes asked about the preconstruction meeting.  Ms. Mistry said it is the County’s meeting but Davis will ask if it’s open to the public.  Mr. Rhodes asked who the County representative was.  Ms. Mistry said Matt Pfeiffer is assigned to the MU project.  Mr. Domes said that Mr. Pfeiffer is invited to all NRC meetings.  Mr. Waring asked when the project will start.  Dr. Kidder replied late January to early February.

Dr. Kidder provided an update of Utility Systems’ work on utilities under grounding.  Mr. Wahl asked whether gas or water is included.  Mr. Stranix said only overhead utilities were involved.

Mr. Domes next discussed parking.  He said there will be a shakeout period as employees get used to the new arrangements.  He noted that the Comfort Inn, Wachovia Bank and Walker Chapel are accommodating employees’ cars.  He said Mount Olivet had 90 cars today.  He also noted that the shuttle system is fully operational, including the Reston Limousine to Walker Chapel.  Mr. Rhodes asked if emails to employees could be sent to the NRC, including names of lots and their capacity.  Ms. Smith asked who could park on campus.  Mr. Domes said that only faculty, commuter students and some residents are allowed to park on campus – most staff and administrators are in satellite lots..  
Mr. Domes distributed the hourly class count for fall 2008.  He said he would distribute spring counts at the next meeting.  Mr. Rhodes asked that the County attend the next meeting to discuss traffic issues, including queuing of trucks.  Dr. Kidder than gave a brief update on the Master Planning process which he expects will being next summer..

Mr. Domes presented the University’s construction website. He noted that the site can be reached through:  www.marymount.edu or www.marymount.edu\26thstreetproject.edu.  Construction updates will be provided and archived weekly.  There will be a webcam with zoom capabilities.  Contact information will be provided, including an information hotline.
