NEIGHBORHOOD CONSERVATION PLAN CONTINUED:

As part of Arlington County’s planning process for neighborhood improvements, neighborhood associations, like ours, are invited to develop neighborhood conservation plans. These plans allow us to provide the county with our suggestions concerning neighborhood improvements in areas such as street and sidewalks, traffic control, street lights, parks, trees and other beautification efforts.

Once a plan has completed the county’s review process, which includes adoption by the Planning Commission and the County Board, specific projects in the plan become eligible for Neighborhood Conservation Funds. Of the 45 neighborhood associations in Arlington, 30 have completed Neighborhood Conservation plans. Recent nearby projects that have been completed using NCP funds include improvements made to Rock Spring Park and North Jefferson Street.

One of the first steps in developing a Neighborhood Conservation plan is to survey each household to identify neighborhood characteristics, to evaluate existing conditions and to identify areas for improvement. The responses from the survey will help form the basis of our neighborhood plan. Once the survey results have been tabulated, we will also be soliciting further input at special meetings at the critical neighborhood sites. The draft of the plan will be presented at an Association meeting in the Fall and reviewed by County departments. Once final adjustments are made, adoption of the plan will be voted on by the neighborhood association. We want this process to be as inclusive as possible and we hope to have wide community involvement.
