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President’s Message

As President of the civic association, I am, more
often than not, the “go to” guy when people want to
express an opinion or alert others to an issue. Let me
share the most recent things neighbors have called
me about.
1. Snow removal on our sidewalks – Many shovel
their walks after a snow storm and many do not. On
our block, neighbors seem to look out for others and
pitch in to shovel more than their share to help out
neighbors who are not home or unable to shovel.
Those of us with snow blowers have been known to
clear multiple blocks. The basic message here is that
this is a shared responsibility, and I know that all the
dog walkers in your neighborhood would
appreciate a clean sidewalk after a storm.
   2. Vandals breaking car windows  – We have had
two incidents on my block, always late at night, and
so far no one has heard or seen anything. In this
case, I am not the “go to” guy. Don’t just shrug your
shoulders--call the police non-emergency number
and report it so they can track the trends and
increase the police presence.
   3. Newspaper littering  – This one annoys me. For
some reason, a publisher has decided to dump one
of their papers off in the street every other day when
I am not a subscriber, nor do I ever intend to become
one. I leave them in the street until trash day. Does
anyone know how to make them stop?
   4. Solicitors – Once again, I heard from a neighbor
that a person was delivering flyers to houses on our
street and as he attached the flyer, he also appeared
to jiggle the door handle. Once again, I am not the
guy you should be calling about this issue. While I
want to know about these sorts of things, the police
are equipped to actually do something about it.
   5. Local Neighborhood Issues – These are issues
that affect only one or two houses on a block. Let me
suggest a few guidelines before you ask the civic
association for help. First of all, make sure that your
DRCA membership is current. Second of all,
consider first sending an email (ned@drca.org)
instead of calling. With an initial written
communication, I can more easily assess the issue
and put you in touch with the best person to help
you. I have found the County employees that we
have dealt with to be very pleasant and competent,
and a phone call or email to the proper person does
wonders in getting your issue attention.

Well, enough rambling on. The big issue we are
currently dealing with is the Marymount
construction project at 26th Street and Old
Dominion Drive. This will be the topic of our
upcoming June meeting. Note that we have decided

Long-time Arlington civic activist  and DRCA board
member Sherwin Landfield died on February 3,
2007, at the age of 86.  A memorial service to
celebrate Sherwin’s life was held on February 21 at
Arlington National Cemetery.

After a tour of duty in World War II as an
antiaircraft artilleryman, Sherwin joined the Foreign
Service, retiring in 1977.  In “retirement,” Sherwin
turned his energies to numerous neighborhood
causes.    Sherwin was, perhaps, best known for his
work with the Citizens for the Abatement of Aircraft
Noise (CAAN), a group formed to curb jet noise
emanating from Reagan National Airport.  He also
was a member of the DRCA for many years and
served on the Executive Committee from 1999-2004.

Sherwin’s family—widow Jacqueline and sons Ken
and Kerry—have advised DRCA president Ned
Rhodes that Sherwin bequeathed money for a bench
to be placed in Taylor Park.  The DRCA executive
board is now working with County officials on the
particulars, including siting.  The bench will bear a
plaque in Sherwin’s honor.

On behalf of the entire DRCA community, the
Executive Board has expressed to Sherwin’s family
its gratitude not only for Sherwin’s generosity, but
also for his devotion to the betterment of Arlington
and the Donaldson Run neighborhood.

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Stream Repairs
Completed

Things are quiet again in Zachary Taylor Park. The
stream repairs have been completed and the
construction equipment has departed. Work done in
recent months included repairing damage from the
June 2006 storm. It also included regrading stream
banks and adjacent floodplain areas, adjusting some
stone structures, and adding coarse cobble on the
streambed. These latter measures were required to
correct mistakes in the earlier stream restoration
work and provide a more stable stream channel.

Recent storms have provided major tests of the
repaired stream and it has held up well. There has
been some movement of small cobble, but that was
to be expected. The limited effects of the storms
indicate that the stream channel should be stable
unless there is another really big storm like the one
in June 2006, which caused damage in stream-valley
parks across Arlington. As time passes, the
streambed material will solidify and vegetation will
become established on the floodplain; those changes
should enable the stream to weather even an
exceptional storm with only minor damage.

Some of the soil excavated from stream banks in the
course of the stream repairs was used to fill a gully
leading into the park from Taylor School. That work
was undertaken as part of a DRCA Neighborhood
Conservation project. After the gully was filled,
erosion-control fabric was installed on the hillside.
Then native trees and shrubs were planted to
reforest the area. The area of the plantings has been
marked, and park visitors are asked to avoid
walking there until the trees and shrubs become
established. DRCA will be working with the Parks
Department to mark an alternative trail leading from
the stream to Taylor School.

DRCA is working with the County’s urban foresters
to arrange for trees and shrubs to be planted near
the Military Road and North Utah Street entrances
to Zachary Taylor Park. Trees were lost near both
entrances, and especially near Military Road, as a
result of construction activities.

With the arrival of spring, children have been out
enjoying the park, which of course is one of the
desired outcomes of the stream restoration.
However, a few children have been moving large
numbers of rocks from the streambed and around
the large stone structures, which can reduce the
stability of the stream channel. In addition, some
small trees planted along the stream have been
damaged.

Tossing a few small stones into the pools can be fun
and is all right for the stream, but moving rocks on a
large scale can reduce the ability of the stream to
survive storms without eroding. Parents are urged
to explain to their children that the rocks, trees, and
other plantings are important elements of stream
restoration and reforestation and should be treated
very gently.

SOS Saves Lives
Daily Check-in Program Keeps
Seniors Safe

Recently an SOS (Safety for Our Seniors) volunteer
made her regular call to an 83-year-old in Arlington.
When no one answered the phone, the volunteer
immediately alerted the Sheriff's Office which
dispatched a deputy sheriff to the woman's home.
When no one answered the door, the deputy
climbed through an open window.  He found the
woman on the floor, unresponsive.  An ambulance
quickly transported the woman to the hospital.

Without that daily SOS call, no one knows how long
the 83-year-old woman might have suffered alone
and without medical assistance.

The SOS program is a partnership between the
Sheriff's Office and Arlington's Citizens Crime
Prevention Council.  The program's objective is to
check daily the welfare of Arlington seniors who are
disabled or living alone.  To register a senior as a
participant or to become an SOS volunteer, call the
Sheriff's Office at 703-228-4460.

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Plant Clinics Offer
Gardening Advice From
Master Gardeners

If you wonder why your azaleas don't bloom, which
tree is best for your home landscape, or when you
should fertilize your lawn, Master Gardeners of
Northern Virginia can help you find the answers at
weekly Plant Clinics held in two Arlington locations
and through a daily horticulture Help Desk.

The Arlington County Farmer's Market Plant Clinic
takes place at the intersection of North 14th Street
and Courthouse Road.  This clinic will be held every
Saturday morning from 8 a.m. to 11 a.m. through
September 29, 2007.

On April 26 the Arlington Central Library Plant
Clinic opened. Master Gardeners will staff this clinic
from 7 to 9 p.m. every Thursday through October 11,
2007. The Arlington County Central Library is
located at 1015 N. Quincy Street.

The Extension Master Gardener Help Desk (703-228-
6414) is available from 9 a.m. through noon, Monday
through Friday, year round. Home gardeners are
also welcome to visit the Virginia Cooperative
Extension office in person at 901 South Highland
Street in Arlington during these hours.

The Master Gardeners who staff these clinics have
received at least 60 hours of classroom education
and hands-on training in a wide variety of home
gardening topics, from pruning and planting to soil
preparation and pest control. All clinics and the
Help Desk are free of charge.  If possible, bring fresh
samples of problem plants, weeds or insects to the
plant clinics to ensure the accurate identification of
any diseases or pests. MGNV recommends that
gardeners bring these samples in plastic bags or
other clear containers.

Master Gardeners of Northern Virginia is an
organization of volunteers trained and certified by
Virginia Cooperative Extension to support VCE's
work in educating and assisting the public in safe,
effective and environmentally sound home
gardening methods and practices.

NCAC Update
Ned W. Rhodes

While I don’t have anything to report on new
projects as a result of the funding moratorium, I can
report that the curb, gutter and sidewalk project for
Vermont Street is scheduled to start construction on
May 14th. This project has been on the books for a
long time and it will be good to actually start
construction.

One of the things that the County Manager asked
the Neighborhood Conservation Advisory
Committee (NCAC) to do is to come up with a
county-wide Neighborhood Infrastructure Plan to
guide the County’s budgetary program efforts.
Rather than just take an average for all
neighborhoods, the NCAC County Staff has
prepared books for each civic association that break
things down in terms of sidewalks, parks, traffic
calming and street lights. Each section has detailed
maps showing the location of each item (streetlight,
sidewalk, etc). Our job is to verify the correctness of
each map and then to make a list of things we are
missing that we may want. For example, it is County
policy to have a sidewalk on at least one side of
every street in Arlington and that all streets have
curbing. In creating our individual Infrastructure
Plan, we get to decide where and if we need
additional curb, gutter, sidewalk or street lights.

Note that this is only a wish list and we, as a civic
association, are still in charge of deciding which
items should be constructed and when. The ultimate
goal of this program is to get an idea of what still
needs to be built in Arlington. The civic association
needs your help with this project and it will be
discussed at our June 20th meeting. We need
volunteers to help with the verification of the assets
currently listed on the maps and then help in
determining what things are missing and whether
we eventually want them built.

If you want to see the current list of assets, you can
download the full text and maps from our web site
at http://www.drca.org/2007 and download the
14MB report in PDF format. Currently we have
verified the Parks assets from the report and are
forming committees to go over the other sections.

Door-to-Door
Solicitation In Our
Neighborhood

Neighborhoods in the First District have been seeing
an increase in door-to-door solicitation.  Although it
is not a crime to go door to door and solicit, the
solicitors are required by county code to have a
permit to solicit.

All permits must be renewed in the month of May,
and they are valid for one year from the date of
issue.  The actual “Vendors Permit” is on green
laminated paper and is four inches by six inches.
The permit also has a photograph of the
solicitor/vendor and a permit number beginning
with the letter “V.”  It is a Class 1 misdemeanor to
solicit without a permit.

If a vendor/solicitor comes to your door, please ask
to see a vendors permit.  If they do not have one
they may be violating the law; you should call the
police non-emergency telephone number (703-558-
2222) and report it.

Further, never let anyone into your home or get him
or her a cold beverage/drink, leaving him or her
alone in your home or even outside your front door,
because you may become a victim of a crime. If you
have any questions, please feel free to contact
