Tish Anderson was the club’'s first Secretary (1993-1994) Treasurer (1994-1995) and
newsletter editor (1993-1994). She designed our beautiful burgee and did an outstanding job of
working with the community to gain club participation in Cobb Island Days. Unfortunately Tish moved
away from the area but as a show of appreciation for all her hard work in helping to establish the CIYC,
she was given the first “Life Membership” in the club in 1995.

Stimso n (Stim) Eveleth was our first PRYCA Delegate (1997-1998). He served on the
committee to revise the bylaws in 1998 and as club Treasurer (1999-2000). In his role as Treasurer,
Stim worked very hard to successfully secure incorporation for the club. He and wife Phyllis have
participated in Cobb Island Day Pig roasts as servers and have enjoyed the PRYCA Change of Watch
events.
